On Tuesday the Archdiocesan Building Commission approved our plans for earthwork at the new church site.  Another approval garnered! 
 Once the specs are completed for the major systems of the new church, we will meet with the commission again for final approval.  We are 
fortunate to have other experts (contractors, architects, etc.) from the diocese to look over our plans and offer input based upon their knowledge 
and experience.  They continue to be impressed with our plans. 
 In May we will visit with the Archdiocesan Church Design and Renovation Commission again for their final approval on the liturgical 
space components of our plan.  They look at where the various sacred furnishings (altar, ambo, chair, tabernacle) are going to be located, 
proposed design, and material of composition.  This group also offers input about statuary, devotional space, baptistery, pew configuration, music 
space, sound, and color coordination.  Again, the input received from these individuals will assist us in constructing a worship space that is 
tasteful, liturgically appropriate, and enduring. 
 Your prayers and words of support have been greatly appreciated.  We have so many dedicated parishioners who have been assisting and 
facilitating this process.  We are very proud!  May the Holy Family of Jesus, Mary and Joseph continue to intercede for us.
