preparations for the catechetical year before us.  We are fortunate to have a local parishioner              
in this position who can build upon a strong foundation and be assisted by many dedicated volunteers.  As a mother, she brings the experience of working with 
children and as a young person, she brings a youthful presence to this ministry that will allow her to connect with kids.

·  Dirt is moving at the new church site!  I received 2 phone calls Friday morning to report the good news.  Pray for the workers’ safety. 
·  Registration materials for faith formation (CCD) can be found on our parish website.  Please complete them and return to us. 
·  Our cemetery boards met for their annual meeting last week.  We reported a return on perpetual care investments of 16% from the Archdiocese Deposit 

and Loan.  A ruling was made not to allow cremains to be interred on existing traditional graves.  Such practice makes erection of grave markers difficult. 
 Another policy set forth was to prohibit the erection of “foot stones.”  These markers make maintenance difficult.  Military markers should be placed on 
head stones. Statues may not be erected or placed upon foundations as they may get damaged or cause challenges for mowing.  In the spring bids will be 
sought for cemetery care in Parkersburg and Dike in case other providers would like the opportunity.  Price of a grave at all parish cemeteries is $250.

·  The construction committee met last week (for 4 ½ hours!).  Thanks to these dedicated and talented parishioners.  Drawings will be completed for the 
bidding process next week.  A pre-bid meeting will take place August 9 and bids will be due August 16.
